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 Darling Harbour Outing

 I caught the train at Nth WÕgong Station at 8:14 a.m. (For us retirees that meant setting the alarm clock!)             
and by the process of starting at the front carriage and walking back I met up with the rest of the group. 
There were Pat & Rose, Ted & Wendy and George & June so I made seven in all. We were hoping for 
more but Peter didnÕt get on at Corrimal as he was ÔcrookÕ that weekend as was Alex and Sandra. 

 
 We arrived at Central just in time to have morning tea in the cafŽ there before taking the tram to Pyrmont     

Station and walking across the road to the Maritime Museum. 
 

 First we looked at the Destroyer that was moored there and Pat, being an Old Sea Dog, gave us a 
personalised tour Ð much better than having to follow a guide. Next to it there was a submarine moored so 
we (most of us anyway) did the tour of that. This time there were knowledgeable Volunteers explaining 
what happened at every station so we learned a lot. We also learned that if your legs are as short as 
WendyÕs then you shouldnÕt work on a submarine as she had to be helped through all of the watertight 
hatches. 
 By now it was lunchtime so we headed towards the food area of the nearby shopping mall and 
commandeered several tables on which to eat our various take-aways. 
In the afternoon we finally got to see the Maritime Museum (That was what we went there to see, after 
all!) and I, personally, found it a LOT less interesting than the warships were. Hence I wandered off to see 
the Endeavour replica that was also moored just outside. Once again they had Volunteers stationed at 
every interesting point to explain how things worked. The Sailors could stand up in their Mess but the 12 
Marines on board had only 4Õ (1.26m.) of head space in theirÕs. The OfficerÕs quarters werenÕt much better 
and even BanksÕ cabin was far from luxurious Ð even though he had paid £10,000 for the trip! It seems that 
he was 6Õ4Ó and had to sling a hammock outside as he couldnÕt fit into his bunk. I also learned that the last 
peg to go into such a vessel is the one that holds the rudder in place and this is the only piece of the 
original Endeavour to be reused in the replica. After, that is, it travelled into space in the shuttle of the 
same name. 

 By the time I had finished there the rest of the gang were just finishing afternoon tea in one of the most 
expensive cafes I have ever seen! I had my coffee back at Central! The train home was quite packed so 
sitting together was just not an option and I arrived back at Nth WÕgong just after 6:00 p.m. 

 I found it to be a great day out. The weather was kind, the company was great, the ships were interesting 
and (for us oldies) the cost was minimal. Those who stayed home missed a really good trip!
